Planta perennis, (5) 10—30(40) cm altus; profunde tuberosa, collum
copiose funicato-fibrosum., Caulis tenuis, diffusus, flexuoso-ramosus.
Folia numerosa, 1—2 mm, rare 3—4 mm lata, plana, . lineari-filiformia,
parce floccoso-tomentella vel glabrescentia, apice cincinnato-involuta.
Involucrum floriferum 1.5—3 cm, fructiferum 2.5-—4 cm longum, cylindri-
cum, :albo-floccoso-tomentellum vel glabrescens,? phylla exteriora valde
abbreviata, ovata- vel -ovate-lanceolata, ‘interiora -eblongo linearia, omnia
obtusiuscula. Ligulae flavae. Achaenia 8—12 mm longa, glabra, cylind-
tica, sulcato-costata. Pappus albidus, 22—25 mm longus, divaricatus.
